Thank you for consulting Historic Scotland on the screening report for East Dunbartonshire
Council's Air Quality Strategy received by the Scottish Govemment's SEA Gateway on 28
August 2014. | have reviewed the screening report on behalf of Historic Scotland in its role as
a Consultation Authority under the abowe Act, in accordance with the requirements of Section
8(3). In doing so | have used the criteria set out in Schedule 2 for determining the likehy
significance of the effects on the environment. Please note that our view is based on our main
area of interest for the historic environment.

I note that it is East Dunbartonshire Council’s view that the strategy is likely to have significant
environmental effects. However, in section 2{e) for example, the screening report states that
much of the focus of the Air Quality Strategy will be in localised areas where there are specific
issues related to traffic pollution, and the summary of the report notes such aims as
encouraging modal shift to public transpert and reducing congestion through changing traffic
flow patterns. While noting the potential for positive impacis on the historic environment such
measures may hawve, we do not consider them to be strategically significant in nature. In light
of this and other information contained in the screening report | consider that the strategy is
unlikely to hawve significant environmental effects on the historic environment.

Howewver, as you will be aware, it is the responsibility of East Dunbartonshire Council as the
Responsible Authority to determine whether the strategy requires an environmental
assessment and to inform the Consultation Authorties accordingly.
